Stats- help determine patterns

Total positive cases of coronavirus as of Monday, April 20, 2020according to the Florida Department of Health:  26329 confirmed fla residents, 729 non Fla residents, 27,058 overall
Top Priority: Identify at risk and/or ill people who need testing.

 Differences in mortality numbers can be caused by:

· Differences in the number of people tested: With more testing, more people with milder cases are identified. This lowers the case-fatality ratio.

· Demographics: For example, mortality tends to be higher in older populations.

· Characteristics of the healthcare system: For example, mortality may rise as hospitals become overwhelmed and have fewer resources.

3. Continue dissemination of information, health screen/support supplies of masks, meds, food to the most vulnerable
4. In tandem with all above, get funding to support paying for necessities.

The COVID-19 Clinical Research team will leverage Mass Generals unique capacities for monitoring antiviral and inflammatory responses to potential treatments to understand if these drugs are doing their job, while maintaining a primary focus on improving patient outcomes. These trials are using experimental new drugs and a pipeline of “repurposed” antiviral therapies known to be effective in other settings.
